SUSPECT WANTED FOR DEFRAUDING THE PUBLIC

Investigators from Peel Regional Police Fraud Bureau are seeking assistance in locating a suspect involved in
defrauding the public, and a call to Crime Stoppers can help solve this case.

During the month of May 2007 the suspect defrauded 20 members of the public while operating a used car
company called “Expedition Auto” within the City of Mississauga, as well as a finance company, resulting in
losses of about $300,000.

A warrant has been issued for the arrest of 36 year old Javid RASOLI , for numerous fraud charges including
defrauding the public. The suspect owns residences within the areas of Brampton, Scarborough and Aurora,
and could be continuing the sale of used vehicles while using aliases to conceal his identity.

If you can assist in solving this case or any other crime, Crime Stoppers would like to hear from you. If
police make an arrest as a result of your call, you could become eligible for a cash reward. Remember with
Crime Stoppers/Gun Stoppers you never have to give your name, you never have to testify in court and
there is no call display.
